VIDEO TECHNIQUE
What exactly is a video technique? Video technique is a technique in which digital capture, recording, processing, storage, playback, and reconstruction of a recording takes place.
The word video comes from a Latin word, and it means I see, but it refers to various memory formats for moving images. We need a phone, television, computer monitor or something similar to watch any video.

CAMERAMAN
A cameraman in a media production is a key link, as he shoots the entire film from start to finish. He has an important role to play, as he must coordinate with the director and the whole team so that the shot will be satisfactory for everyone in the end.

RECORDER EQUIPMENT
The basic recording equipment is a camera that has a recording function, a tripod, storage media (SD card, disc,…), a battery that powers the camera, and a microphone that records sound.
Some cameramen also have an LED (EL I DI) light on the top of the camera to illuminate the entire recording area.
TYPES OF CAMERAS
We know many types of cameras, both professional and non-professional. We know the digital camera, on which we can see what is happening in front of the lens through the screen. We also have analog cameras, and we can't monitor events on the screen, but only through the eyepiece. We also know remote control cameras (such as drones) and portable cameras, sports cameras, …
WHAT DOES HE DO?
The profession of a cameraman is demanding. He must pay attention to the image during the filming, and before the filming he must determine the vision of the production (ie what is being shot, film plans, light,…), choose the appropriate equipment (eg drone, if necessary), assemble and activate all equipment. . During the filming, he has to follow the script itself, while listening to the director and working with the lighting and technical team.

THE DIFFERENCE
The difference between a cameraman as an artistic profession and a cameraman who records live is that the artistic cameraman does not make live broadcasts, but works with the camera independently, individually or as directed by the director, and in the end his product goes into editing. An artistic cameraman can make a film, a documentary, a news story, and a report.
The other cameraman does the exact opposite. His work involves live recording, which means his cable camera is connected to a studio or reportage van. The cameraman just moves the camera and chases the action that is currently happening live. He has to be very responsive as he has to match immediate moments and has no time to think. He is also connected to the headset by the director, who tells him what to record, and he adjusts the shot according to his instructions.

PRACTICAL PART

IDEA
I came up with this idea because I had been involved in the filming of Epiphany, directed by a friend, for almost a year. The premiere is set to come out sometime in late February or early March, so this was an ideal opportunity to record an interview with her and explain a few questions about the film.

PRE-PRODUCTION
To make it, I first wrote a synopsis. This wasn’t hard to do as I just needed to describe what my video is going to talk about.
I started with a draft script. Writing the script wasn’t hard because I only had one scene and one shot while filming.
Then I had to think of some interesting questions that would be interesting for the audience.

Here comes the next step in which I had to choose the recording equipment with which I would record. I chose my Canon R camera and Rode GO II wireless microphone, and I also borrowed an LED light, a softbox with light bulbs, a spotlight and color filters from Sara's filmmaker.

PRODUCTION
The filming took only 1 day, and the day before, Sara and I set the scene. We set the lights, the background, the table,… We filmed at Sara's home in her room, where her ideas are developed and films are made.
We then recorded the interview, which took us about 25 minutes.

POST-PRODUCTION
I edited the video myself. I edited all the videos in the Adobe Premiere Pro video editing program. I shortened the clips, added some text and removed the background noise.

CONCLUSION
I am very satisfied with my product, as I exceeded my expectations and goals, and I am also satisfied with the decision to make this interview so that I could try myself in this direction, which I thought was not the closest to me.
I also ran into problems like: recording can be delayed , forgetting the text and appropriate words, not a sharp image, choosing a composition.
